Tu Guangshao
Vice Mayor, Shanghai
Tu Guangshao, male, was born in January 1959. An ethnic Han, Tu is a native of Ezhou City, in central China’s Hubei Province. He obtained his postgraduate degree in history at Peking University and is a graduate with a master's degree in economics and a senior economist. He is a member of the Standing Committee of the CPC Shanghai Committee and a vice mayor of Shanghai. 
Tu began work in August 1977. He pursued his studies in the Economics Department of Peking University from 1978 to 1985. He served successively as head of the Policy Study Office of the Beijing Municipal Committee of the Communist Party of China, vice director of the information office of the capital's Trade Department, deputy director general in the planning department and the financial management department of the People’s Bank of China, deputy director of the financial information systems center of the People’s Bank of China, vice general manager of the China Securities Trading System Co Ltd, director of the trade department of the China Securities Regulatory Commission and secretary general of the China Securities Regulatory Commission. 
Tu then served successively as Party secretary and general manager of the Shanghai Stock Exchange, Party committee member and secretary general of the China Securities Regulatory Commission since August 1997. In July 2002 he became Party committee member and vice chairman of the commission. He has been a member of the Standing Committee of the CPC Shanghai Committee, vice mayor of Shanghai and a member of the Party Leadership Group of the Shanghai city government since December 2007.

Jay O. Light
George F. Baker Professor of Administration
Dean of the Faculty
Jay Light is a graduate of Cornell University (Engineering Physics, 1963) and Harvard University (the joint FAS-Business School doctoral program in Decision & Control Theory, 1970). He worked in systems analysis and satellite guidance at the Jet Propulsion Laboratory and in management consulting before joining the HBS faculty in 1970. On a leave of absence from Harvard during 1977-1979, he was the Director of Investment and Financial Policies for the Ford Foundation.
Light has been Chairman of the Finance area (1986-1988), Senior Associate Dean and Director of Faculty Planning (1988-1994), and Senior Associate Dean and Director of Planning and Development (1998-2005) at HBS. In this latter role he led the School's strategic planning efforts and helped shaped new educational and research program initiatives.
Light was named Interim Dean of Harvard Business School in August 2005, and was appointed Dean in April 2006. During his tenure he has overseen the close of Harvard Business School's successful $600 million capital campaign, fostered new faculty initiatives in health care and science-based business, and completed the renovation and restoration of Baker Library, the world's preeminent collection of business books and archival materials. He is leading innovations in the School's core educational programs, including a team-based learning initiative in the MBA program and the launch of a new, modular leadership development program in executive education. He also plays an active role in the University's planning for Allston.
Light has taught thousands of students in the School's MBA and Doctoral programs, and in various executive programs for CFOs and investment managers. In the MBA program, in addition to the required first-year course in Finance, he has taught Investment Management, Capital Markets, Entrepreneurial Finance, and Negotiating Ventures.
Light is the co-author (with W.L. White) of The Financial System (1979) as well as numerous articles and more than 50 cases and notes. His research and course development interests include asset management, risk management for global investment management, negotiation and deal structuring, and corporate finance. He has explored strategic business decisions in the money management industry and problems that arise in the management of very large pools of tax exempt money, particularly pension funds and endowments. He also has examined how negotiation analysis and related techniques can be used in structuring financial transactions in the context of entrepreneurial situations, and to enhance value in private equity investments.
Light is a director of the Harvard Management Company, a director of Partners HealthCare (the Mass General and Brigham & Women's Hospitals) and chairman of its Investment Committee, a member of the Investment Committee of several endowments, a director of several private firms, and an advisor/trustee to several corporate and institutional pools of capital.
Light, originally from Ohio, lives in Belmont, Massachusetts, with his wife, Judy; they are the parents of two children.

William C. Kirby
Spangler Family Professor of Business Administration
T.M. Chang Professor of China Studies

William C. Kirby is the Spangler Family Professor of Business Administration at the Harvard Business School and T. M. Chang Professor of China Studies at Harvard University.  He is a Harvard University Distinguished Service Professor.  He serves as Director of the Fairbank Center for Chinese Studies and Chairman of the Harvard China Fund. 
A historian of modern China, Professor Kirby’s work examines China's business, economic, and political development in an international context. He has written on the evolution of modern Chinese business (state-owned and private); Chinese corporate law and company structure; the history of freedom in China; China’s environmental challenges; relations across the Taiwan Strait; and China’s relations with Europe and America.  His current projects include case studies of contemporary Chinese businesses and a comparative study of higher education in China and the United States.   
He is Honorary Visiting Professor at Peking University, Nanjing University, Chongqing University, and Fudan University. He has held appointments also as Visiting Professor at the University of Heidelberg and the Free University of Berlin. Before coming to Harvard in 1992, he was Professor of History, Director of Asian Studies, and Dean of University College at Washington University in St. Louis. At Harvard, he has served as Chair of the History Department, Director of the Asia Center, and most recently, Dean of the Faculty of Arts and Sciences.  
As Dean of Harvard's largest school from 2002 to 2006, he initiated major reforms in undergraduate education in Harvard College; enhanced Harvard's international studies at home and abroad; increased substantially financial aid in the College and in the Graduate School of Arts and Sciences; supported the growth of the Division (now School) of Engineering and Applied Sciences; and oversaw the construction of major new buildings in the Life Sciences, Engineering, and the Arts.  During his tenure the Faculty expanded at its most rapid rate since the 1960s.
Professor Kirby holds degrees from Dartmouth College, Harvard University, and (Dr. Phil. HonorisCausa) the Free University of Berlin. He is a Fellow of the American Academy of Arts and Sciences.

Marjorie Yang is Chairman of Esquel Group, a leading textile and apparel manufacturer with operations throughout the world.

After growing up in Hong Kong, Ms. Yang attended MIT, where she earned a Bachelor of Science degree in pure mathematics.  In 1976, she received an MBA from Harvard Business School.  In 1978, Ms. Yang returned to Hong Kong and became a founding member of Esquel.  She was named Chairman of the Group in 1995.  

Under Ms. Yang’s leadership, Esquel has grown to become vertically integrated.  The Group’s operations comprise cotton farming, yarn spinning, fabric, apparel and accessories production, research and development as well as design and merchandising services.  Esquel’s 47,000 employees across the world provide one-stop cotton shirt solution to clients including Abercrombie & Fitch, Brooks Brothers, Hugo Boss, Next, Nike, Nordstrom, Polo Ralph Lauren and Tommy Hilfiger. The Group produces over 65 million shirts a year.

Ms. Yang currently sits on the boards of Novartis International AG, Swire Pacific Limited and The Hongkong and Shanghai Banking Corporation Limited.  She is also a member of the MIT Corporation and an honorary member of the Court of the Hong Kong University of Science and Technology.  

Ms. Yang is a Member of the National Committee of the Chinese People’s Political Consultative Conference.  She has an immense interest in conserving the country’s environment and culture, especially in Xinjiang, western China.  
Ms. Yang has been Chairman of the Textile & Clothing Sector Committee of the China Association of Enterprises with Foreign Investment (CAEFI) since 2003, and Vice Chairman of CAEFI since 2004.  She is dedicated to strengthening co-operation among foreign-invested textile firms and enhancing communication with the Chinese Government. 

Ms. Yang is also concerned with the promotion of education, with a particular interest in the development of young managers.  She has been very involved with the MBA programs at Harvard, MIT, Tsinghua, Fudan and Lingnan universities, and sits on the various advisory boards of these institutions.

Cherie Liem

Chair, Three on the Bund

Cherie Liem is the Chair of Three on the Bund and the Executive director of GITI Group, a diversified group with real estate development, manufacturing and consumer lifestyle presence in China and Southeast Asia, partnering with world-renowned brands throughout the Asia Pacific region. The tire manufacturing business is a leader in the region, and their companies have variously won the 2006 Best Employer of Asia award by Hewitt Survey, Best Managed Company in Indonesia by Euromoney, and AIA and Heritage Awards in China and Singapore for developments.

Cherie Liem earlier worked as a research associate at the Harvard Business School and was Director of East-West Bank in California. She published an award-winning book on an American-Chinese Architect, and was among the co-authors of a book published by the World Economic Forum. 

She serves on the International and China Advisory Boards for Columbia University and MIT Sloan School of the Management respectively, on the China Disabled Persons Foundation Board, China’s largest foundation, and is among the founding members of the Global Philanthropic Circle with Synergos Institute in New York. Ms Liem spearheaded initiatives for HIV/AIDS awareness in Indonesia for the GT organization which won awards from UNAIDS and International Labor Organization. She is also a frequent organizer of international and education forums including THREE Talk and Patrons of THREE philosophy at THREE ON THE BUND. Cherie Liem is a recipient of Baiyulan Award from the Shanghai government. She was also awarded the Young Global Leader by the World Economic Forum. 

She received her Bachelor in Engineering Science and Economics from Oxford University, and her Master’s in Business Administration from Columbia Business School.
